To raise public awareness of 
this pressing issue, we encourage our patrons to 
observe the International Day for  the Elimination 
of Racial Discr imination on March 21. 
 
The International Day for the Elimination of Racial 
Discrimination was first declared by the United  
Nations in 1966.  March 21st is the anniversary of a 
tragedy that took place in Sharpeville, South Africa.  
On that day a peaceful gathering to protest apartheid 
ended in the death or injury of many of the 
demonstrators.  In 1988 federal and provincial 
ministers agreed to commemorate March 21st in 
Canada. 
 
The Multicolored Bow is our symbol for March 21st.  
The red, yellow, black and white ribbons are tied 
together in a bow to signify the beauty and harmony 
created when the diverse people of the world unite 
together.  Wearing the bow is a way of showing your 
commitment to the elimination of racial 
discrimination. 
 
As you know, racism does exist in our community.  
The victims of discrimination, whatever their cultural 
background, share the pain of rejection and the denial 
of their right to participate fully the economic, 
cultural, and political aspects of our society.
