SHRC Consultation on Racism Terminology 
The Saskatchewan Human Rights Commission consultations on anti-racism terminology will be held in 
conjunction with March 21st, The International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, as part 
of its efforts to address racism. The use of the terms “ race,”  “ racial”  and “visible minority”  have been 
challenged by the United Nation’s Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, as well as  
community members. Although the community consultation is not a decision-making process,  input will 
guide the Commission in determining appropriate and respectful terminology for use in its complaint 
services, public education and equity programs. The commission wishes to keep the number of 
participants low in order to encourage open and free discussion.  Organizations may designate a 
maximum of 2 people to attend. Those who cannot attend but wish to participate in the consultation may 
fill in a questionnaire and fax or e-mail the completed questionnaire to the commission. The same 
document will be discussed at the in-person meetings:

Throughout March  

The Vatnabyggd Icelandic Club will present information about March 21 at the Foam Lake elementary 
school as well as in a Wynyard school. Students will be challenged to write essays or poems and there 
will be books for prizes supported by Tundra publishing company. The club will also distribute 
multicoloured bows across the Vatnabyggd area. There will be editorials and news items in the Foam 
Lake and Wynyard papers as well as Prairie Messenger. The club’s March 21 initiatives are supported by 
the Multicultural Council of Saskatchewan.  

The Saskatchewan Council for  Educators of Non English Speakers is encouraging rural ESL teachers 
to initiate March 21 projects with support from the Multicultural Council of Saskatchewan. Details about 
the projects will be available soon. 

Students involved with Regina Public Schools'  ACT! (Anti-racism Cross-cultural Team building) 
program at many high schools and elementary schools will be offering a variety of programs at 
elementary and high schools.  A few examples of these include full day reteats for local elementary 
schools at Scott Collegiate, Thom Collegiate and Robert Usher Collegiate as well as a multicultural day at 
Dr. Hanna Community School. ACT! is coordinated through a partnership with the Saskatchewan 
Association for Multicultural Education (SAME). 
  
Regina Catholic Schools kicks off a new year of their STAR (Students Taking Action for Respect) 
program.  High school student facilitators will lead grade six students through three days of activities 
focussed on identity, connections and leadership.  STAR students will implement their own school 
projects to deal with racism and increase acceptance and respect in the spring.  STAR is coordinated 
through a partnership with the Saskatchewan Association for Multicultural Education (SAME). 
 
The Southwest Multicultural Association is hosting a school poster contest with the theme 
“Discrimination Ends With Me.”  All schools in the southwest were invited to participate.  
 
The four age categories are: 5-8 yrs, 9-12 yrs, 13-15 yrs & 16-19 yrs.  
 
Submissions will be judged by local art teachers, artists, community leaders & media based on their 
artistic merit, creativity, originality, and their ability to communicate a clear and positive message about 
the elimination of discrimination.  
 
1st, 2nd & 3rd place winners in each category will receive cash prizes of $100, $50 & $25, respectively. 
 
The 12 winning submissions will be commercially reproduced & made into calendars, postcards & 
greeting cards to be sold later in the year. Proceeds from the sales will be used for local multicultural 
events &/or for the promotion of cross-cultural understanding. The winning entrants will be contacted by 
phone & the winning submissions will be displayed at an exhibition at the Swift Current Friendship 
Centre on March 20th at 7pm, in celebration of the International Day for the Elimination of Racial
