“In my country it is often very difficult to study, in my case my family was poor and since
high school I had to work and study at the same time.”

Despite the obstacles, Monica earned a teaching degree. 

“Sometimes it was very difficult but this taught me that I had to work hard to pursue my
dreams. Now I continue having my dreams, to obtain my nursing degree and if my life
continues on, to do my Masters degree.”
